 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held October 7, 2014 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Joyce R. Housley, Richard N. Butler, Earleen Paskett, Waylon Bosworth, Kallie Bosworth, Paul Ferry, Arnie Bosworth, Melanie Bosworth, Kitty Young, Kent Trussell, Wade Knudsen, Alicia Pangman, Mrs. Pangman, and Cheryl Preator.
 Welcome:  Mayor Ovard opened the meeting 7:00 p.m., and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Paul Ferry.
Minutes of the Council Meeting held September 2, 2014 were reviewed.  The only correction was on page one (1), the last paragraph, changing Brent G. Ovard Aye to Brent G. Ovard abstained from the vote on the Doggie Dooley requested by Dawn Soger.  Brent G. Ovard made a motion to accept the minutes with the one correction.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Joyce R. Housley  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  Kay H. Richins
Waylon Bosworth came before the Council on the question as to whether or not he was in violation of the Town Zoning Ordinance.  Mr. Bosworth procured a building permit to build a garage with storage on the second floor, but later decided to put an apartment above his garage instead.  Kent Trussell was asked to inspect the new construction and then notify Mayor Ovard.  Mayor Ovard, Kent Trussell, ( Henefer Town Building Inspector)  and Robert P. Richins, (Henefer Town Planner), visited the construction site to talk with Mr. Bosworth.  After reviewing the code books there were seemingly contradictions as to whether the apartment had to be attached to the home, or whether it could be a separate structure.  All other requirements pertaining to the garage were met except that there was a question about the side set-back if an apartment is included.  Kent Trussell thought all of the work was done at top grade, but if an apartment were approved the egress window in the bedroom would have to be enlarged to meet code. Mr. Trussell also told the Council that if the Bosworth’s did not put in a kitchen, it would not be considered an apartment and they could have a bedroom and bathroom.  Mr. Bosworth has also hooked onto the water and sewer without permission.  Several suggestions were given as to how the garage/apartment could be attached to the house but none were very feasible.  Waylon Bosworth is now under a cease and desist order and can do no further work on the apartment until the Town Council has made a decision.  The Council could possibly have the Planning Commission issue a Conditional Use Permit, but they are concerned that it would set a precedent.  They could deny the building permit and insist that the second story be used for storage, but the Bosworth’s would still have the right to go before the Variance Board.  Some Council Members felt that a fine should be attached for the illegal building permit and the fine could be up to $1,000.  The Council decided there was some confusion on the wording of the zoning ordinance and asked Waylon Bosworth to wait until the City Attorney could clarify it for them.  The Bosworth’s have been asked to attend the next Council Meeting on November 4, 2014.
Paul Ferry brought in a preliminary plat for the exchange of land between Kent Lundquist and Henefer Town to pay for his water hook-up. When Kent built his home he had to subdivide the property.  Paul told the Council that the best way to handle the procedure would be a Plat Amendment vacating the land from that subdivision. He also suggested that Kent Lundquist issue a quit claim deed to the Town.   The land exchange would give the Town enough property to build two more storage tanks if needed, and also the overflow from all tanks would drain onto Town property.   The road will be left as it is.  Richard N. Butler made a motion that the Town authorize Paul Ferry to move forward with the Plat Amendment and to Vacate the property included in the subdivision.  Brent G. Ovard seconded the motion.  Vote  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Richins, Joyce R. Housley, Richard N. Butler  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  Kay H. Richins
Robert P. Richins did not attend the meeting so the Review of Chapter eight of the Zoning Ordinance was tabled until the November 4th meeting.
Public Discussion Time
Wade Knudsen brought several options for security cameras to the Council to be considered.  Because of the vandalism that has occurred over the last several years at both of the town parks, it has been an area of concern.  There are several options, either wireless or wired, but wireless would enable the Town Park and John’s Park to be accessible on the internet.  Wade estimated that the cost would be between $2500 and $3500 for equipment and then labor would be added to the equipment charge.  The Council will review the information and has asked Wade to attend the November 4th Council Meeting where the Council will make a decision.
Kitty Young came before the Council with questions about the landscaping at the new Pioneer Park.  Kitty wanted to know how much grass they wanted to plant, or if they preferred more of a desert scape.   The Council all agreed that they would rather have something with less upkeep.  There is dirt available on the property that has already been excavated and could be used to form berms.  A driveway will be placed on the North side between the Carreno’s home and the new DUP building, so no landscaping would be needed there or directly in the back.  The bell and the monument at the old DUP building will be moved over to the new property and will need to be incorporated into the landscape.  The Council would also like a place for picnic tables.  Mayor Ovard told Kitty Young that the Town has a grant of $39,000 for the landscaping which will have to include a sprinkler system.  He would also like one monument that commemorates the Mormon Pioneers, the Pony Express, and the Donner Reid Party.  Holcim Cement Company has donated $5,000 towards the monument.  Mayor Ovard stated that the Council would like to wait until spring to start the project.  Kitty Young also told the Council that Alicia Pangman, who is an honor student at North Summit High School, will be helping her draw up the plans for the project.

Cheryl Preator came to the Council to ask if she and her husband Marty could place some playground equipment they have purchased at John’s Park as a memorial to their daughter Brooklyn who was killed in an automobile accident earlier this year.  Brooke loved children and the Preators thought this would be a fitting memorial to her, plus it would also be something that the children of this town could enjoy.  Joyce Housley will meet with Cheryl and decide the best place to locate the equipment (it should not interfere with the open area used for camping and volley-ball) and meet with the Council at the November 4th Council Meeting.
[bookmark: _GoBack]During the town Reports, Richard N. Butler told the Council that Boyd Robinson does not want to come to the Council Meeting to discuss the settlement between the Town and the Phyllis Richins’ family for the right of way in Franklin Canyon.  Richard N. Butler asked for authorization to meet with Boyd Robinson and Chris Dawson in his office in Coalville to try to come to an agreement on this issue.  The Town Council authorized him to meet with Mr. Robinson and Mr. Dawson.  He could offer them two choices, $7,500 in cash, total for all of the water shares and they would have to be deeded back to the town, or they could hold onto the water shares and see if the State of Utah ever decides that they could be transferred from a municipality.  Mayor Ovard asked Councilman Butler to try to see if they would consider letting the Town put another water tank in Franklin Canyon.  Mayor Ovard is going to try to get $150,000 from a CDBG grant.  The Council would like to see this situation resolved if possible.
Brent G. Ovard made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Joyce R. Housley seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
