
  MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD NOVEMBER 10, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1 IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton, Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey, Building & Grounds Supervisor Shane Jenkins, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works/Landfill Update

Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is putting fill down at the Justice Center.  They finished edging Mortensen Lane (CR 52), the Pivot Road (CR 37) in Pleasant Valley, and are now edging in Talmage (CR 214).  They did some work at the County Fairgrounds by putting some fill down brought in from Arcadia. Joe Summarell is having his crew put up snow fence in Tabiona this week. 

Consideration Of Salvage Rights And Removal Of Two Steel Building And One Wood Building Located At The Duchesne County Fairgrounds

Supervisor Jenkins stated that we received a bid from Countrywide Builders for both steel buildings.  The 40x100 building in the amount of $13,750.00 and the 50x96 building in the amount of $16,650.00.  The doors are worth a lot of money and he has found new 50x80 buildings for $30,000.00; it’s the labor and cement costs that are expensive.  There were a lot of people who came and looked at the buildings, but they needed an engineer to be able to put them back up so it was too much of a risk for people to bid.  You are exempt from permits not codes when it comes to agricultural buildings. 

Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 9:24 A.M…

Commissioner Peatross asked what restrictions there are to relocate the buildings?  Official Mott stated that these steel buildings fall under the relocate code so you would have to have someone like an engineer identify all of the members such as the gauges.  They increased the wind speed to commercial buildings so it would take a lot to get these buildings up to code. You would be money ahead to scrap them out.  Commissioner Peatross suggested having the Building and Grounds Department contact salvage companies to scrap the project and salvage the doors. 
Consideration Of An MOU Between Duchesne County, Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD), And Duchesne County SSD#2
Attorney Tingey stated this is for Phase II of the Victory Pipeline Project with DCWCD for rights of way that we are quit claiming for the perpetual easements to install a water pipeline.  Commissioner Peatross suggested that the Road Department be involved in staking the rights of way and approve them.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the MOU with added language involving the approval by the Road Department.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of A Personnel Request From The Sheriff’s Office 
Chairman Winterton stated that this is not a new position; it’s changing a current position and classification. The Sheriff’s Office has been restructured with the new Sheriff coming in so this doesn’t increase the body count.  This position will be advertised in house.  The person doesn’t need to be post certified because this position will be in the control room. Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the request based on it not adding employees.  Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Petition From Hancock Cove Residents

Craig Ashby joined the meeting at 9:43 A.M…
Mr. Ashby presented a petition to create a Special Service District.  Attorney Tingey stated that they need boundaries of the proposed district.  Mr. Ashby stated that Byron Colton with Horrocks Engineers is working on the boundaries.  To protect the districts interest, he would like to include everything in the Cove just outside of Roosevelt City.  Commissioner Peatross suggested not limiting the district to sewer by doing a water and sewer district or even a utility district.  Mr. Ashby stated that they don’t want this as a quick fix to a problem; the problem needs to be addressed.  Commissioner Peatross commended Mr. Ashby’s efforts because a sewer system does need to be put in.  Chairman Winterton suggested that Mr. Ashby work with Attorney Tingey on the boundaries.  Commissioner Wood stated that Ralph Draper lives in Covington Cove and is 100% against it and so are others in that area.  Attorney Tingey stated that it’s important to know where property owners stand.
Consideration Of Ratification And Joinder Of Pooling Declaration With EP Energy E&P Company, L.P.

Alex Keeler representing EP Energy E&P Company, L.P. joined the meeting at 10:06 A.M…
Mr. Keeler stated that the lease agreement that they have with the county doesn’t have any pooling language, so that’s why we have to have the joinder.  Commissioner Peatross asked Attorney Allred to add the pooling language to our lease agreement.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the joinder of pooling declaration with EP Energy E&P Company, L.P. as presented.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Victim Advocate Department Update

Victim Advocate Coordinator Alisha Sabin joined the meeting at 10:11 A.M…
Mrs. Sabin stated that she have her last update in April and is required to do an update twice a year.  Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) is anyone that cannot be served under the (VOCA) grant.  We have a goal of obtaining 60 protective orders and we are currently at 43.  The State of Utah likes to see goals and numbers.  We never tell anyone that they should obtain a protective order, we just give them options.  They still have a good working relationship with the Ute Indian Tribe.  VINE Referrals is a system that contacts victims when an inmate is released from jail.  With the VOCA program, we have had 11 child abuse cases and 1 adult case of a woman who was abused as a child.  Deputy County Attorney Grant Charles worked on this case that happened 25 years ago and he did a wonderful job.  The abuser was sent to prison for 5 years.  They helped 23 people with emergency services.  The State likes what we are doing and she appreciates support from the commission.
Discussion Of Greenbelt Rollback Taxes With Clinton Moon

Assessor Greg Garff & Property owner Clinton Moon joined the meeting at 10:29 A.M…
Mr. Moon stated that this is in an industrial park called Moon Industries.  There were 4 parcels that were left out and he wants to have it back on greenbelt and feels that this was an oversight.  Assessor Garff stated that this is a continuation.  He recommends doing whatever the commission wants.  Mr. Moon would like it to go back on greenbelt for the current year.  It’s only affected as per lots sold and the buyer of the lots would have to pay the rollback.  If we put it back on greenbelt for 2014, the rollback would be refunded for the past 5 years.  Commissioner Peatross moved to put it back on greenbelt.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Proposed Rule Defining The Scope Of Waters Protected Under The Clean Water Act

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:44 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that the commission has reviewed this over the past few weeks.  The Obama Administration is attempting to bypass congress and use the EPA to enact new laws with very little environmental benefit, but could potentially cause a lot of economic damage.  Comments are due by Friday and they can be emailed in.  Commissioner Peatross stated that the letter looks good.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the letter.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
